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Discipline & Climate for Learning
Students at King City High School are guided by speci® c rules and classroom 
expectations that promote respect, cooperation, courtesy, and acceptance of 
others. The school's discipline philosophy promotes a safe school and a warm, 
friendly classroom environment, and demonstrates that good discipline is a solid 
foundation on which to build an e! ective school. The goal of King City High School's 
discipline program is to provide students with opportunities to learn self-discipline 
through a system of consistent rewards and consequences for their behavior. 
Parents and students are informed of discipline policies at the beginning of each 
school year through classroom orientation and individual student handbooks.  

Teachers review discipline policies in classrooms, and all new students are given 
handbooks when they enroll. The dress code, as detailed in the handbook, is 
strictly enforced at King City High School. Appropriate behavior is encouraged 
through praise and motivational incentives, as well as through assertive discipline 
and con ̄ict resolution tools.

The table below illustrates total suspension and expulsion cases for the last three 
years, as well as a percentage of enrollment. Suspensions are expressed in terms 
of total infractions, not number of students suspended, as some students may 
have been suspended on multiple occasions. Expulsions occur only when required 
by law or when all other alternatives are exhausted.

Extracurricular Activities
Students are encouraged to participate in the school's additional academic and 
extracurricular activities, which are an integral part of the educational program. 
These schoolwide and classroom incentives promote positive a" itudes, encourage 
achievement, and aid in the prevention of behavioral problems. Extracurricular 
activities, clubs, and programs at King City High School include:

Student Recognition
A well-developed recognition program contributes to the positive environment 
of the school. At an end-of-the-year awards ceremony, students are recognized 
for their achievements throughout the year. ªDiamond Awardsº are given to 
outstanding students, and over $100,000 in local scholarships are awarded. 
Students can earn ªSTAR Passesº for STAR score increases of two questions 
in two sections, and those scoring in the top 10% in the STAR test are also 
rewarded. Blocks or varsity le" ers, are given for participation in many activities 
on campus, including varsity athletics, band, and CSF. Awards are also handed out 
to students with perfect a" endance records.

Homework
King City High School feels homework is a fundamental part of the learning process 
that helps to develop basic academic and study skills as well as promote student 
responsibility and self-discipline. Homework is assigned on a regular basis for all 
grade levels and major subject areas. Each teacher determines the appropriate 
measure of homework for his or her students. 

Students are expected to complete their homework assignments in a timely 
manner and to the best of their ability. Parents are encouraged to provide a 
supportive environment for homework activities and to be responsible for reviewing 
homework assignments with their child. King City High School's after-school 
program o! ers a Homework Center, which focuses on reading and math.

School Enrollment & A! endance
School districts receive ® nancial support from the state for the education of 
the students they serve based on how many students a" end each day. Most 
importantly, a" endance is critical to academic achievement and regular daily 
a" endance is a priority at King City High School. The chart below illustrates the 
trend in enrollment for the last three years.

Regular a" endance at King City High School is a necessary part of the learning 
process and is critical to academic success. A" endance, tardy, and truancy 
policies are clearly stated, consistently enforced, and consequences fairly 
administered. Parents are advised of their responsibilities, including proper 
noti® cation of when and why students are absent. Independent study is 
available for students where special circumstances prevent participation at the 
comprehensive school site. 

Students are expected to a" end school regularly and be on time each day. King 
City High School has a ªNo Toleranceº policy regarding tardies. An automatic dialer 
is utilized to call parents to ensure that absences are excused, and le" ers are 
sent home for excessive truancy. The A" endance Liaison and A" endance Clerk 
also conduct home visits to encourage regular a" endance. Direct radio contact 
between the King City Police Department and King City High School administration 
deters students from truancy. 

A dropout prevention team, made up of the A" endance Liaison, the counselor 
and the administrators, conduct home visits and interventions to discourage 
students from dropping out of school. The continuation high schools, Ventana and 
Candy Butler, are also utilized for students who are at risk for dropping out. The 
table below re ̄ects the dropout and graduation rates for the most recent three 
year period for which data is available.

Minimum Days & Instructional Minutes
For the 2006-07 school year, King City High School o! ered 180 days of 
instruction comprised of 172 regular days and eight minimum days. Minimum 
days were used for sta!  development. Late start days are the second Thursday 
of every month and are used for Sta!  Collaboration. King City High School's 
instructional minutes for the 2006-07 school year were 64,824, exceeding the 
state's minimum requirements of 64,800 for the high school level. 

Counseling & Other Support Services
King City High School provides a wide variety of programs to support students in 
the classroom and in the community. Teachers and parents are the primary agents 
for meeting the needs of students in their personal and social development. 
Counselors and the district psychologist provide  special a" ention to students 
who experience achievement problems, di#  culty coping with personal and family 
problems, trouble with decision making, or handling peer pressure. 
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The school provides quali® ed personnel to provide counseling and support services, 
on a part-time and/or full-time basis. The following chart shows the additional 
support sta!  available to students when they need it.

Many special education resources are available to students with special needs, 
and they are integrated into the regular curriculum as much as possible. Special 
education is available in all subject areas, and the County Severely Handicapped 
Program is located on the King City High School campus. Special education 
services are supervised by the lead special education teacher and the principal, 
and the team consists of four full-time teachers and classroom aides.

King City High School has a comprehensive program for English Language Learner 
(ELL) students. A Structured English Immersion (SEI) Program is available for 
students who are just beginning to learn English. This is a four-period block of 
intensi® ed English instruction. As the students' English pro® ciency improves, 
they are enrolled in a two-period block of English Language Development (ELD) 
classes and mainstreamed in core curriculum classes that are taught using 
Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE). When English 
Learners demonstrate su#  cient pro® ciency in English they transition to the 
mainstream classes with only one ELD class to support their continuous English 
Language Development.

Tutoring is available for students requiring additional academic assistance, 
including after school in the library from 2:38-4:30 (all subjects), and math 
tutoring before and after school and during lunch. 

Class Size
King City High School maintained a schoolwide average class size of 30.2 
students and a student to teacher ratio of 25.2:1 for the 2006-07 school year. 
The table below indicates the average class size per subject area, as well as the 
number of classes o! ered in reference to their enrollment.

Curriculum Improvement
All curriculum development at King City School revolves around the California 
State Content Standards and Frameworks. Teachers align classroom curriculum 
to ensure that all students either meet or exceed state pro® ciency levels. The 
writing and implementation of King City High School's curriculum is an ongoing 
process, and instructional strategies are continuously re® ned. The school's 
curriculum guides are updated regularly to align with the state standards, district 
goals, and the statewide assessment program. 

Textbooks & Instructional Materials
King City Joint Uni® ed High School District held a public hearing on October 10, 
2007 and determined that each school within the district has su#  cient and good 
quality textbooks, instructional materials, and science lab equipment pursuant to 
the se" lement of Williams vs. The State of California. All students, including English 
learners, are given their own individual standards-aligned textbooks or instructional 
materials, or both, in core subjects for use in the classroom and to take home. 

King City High School follows the State Instructional Materials Adoption Cycle 
which reviews instructional materials in each curricular area within a seven-
year cycle. A commi" ee consisting of administrators and teachers establishes 
selection criteria based on state standards, reviews instructional materials on 
the state list, and makes recommendations to the Board of Education for ® nal 
adoption. The most recent textbooks, as of October 2007, for King City High 
School are illustrated below.

Library & Computers
King City High School's library is stocked with thousands of books in both 
instructional and recreational subject ma" er that are available for students to 
check out. The library also includes a large selection of periodicals for education 
and enjoyment. A full-time Librarian sta! s the library. The library also houses a full 
computer lab containing 20 computers for student use, with each student having 
their own account on the network. 

Computer skills and concepts are integrated throughout the standard curriculum 
to prepare students for technological growth and opportunities. Students 
receive computer-assisted instruction on a regular schedule. All classrooms are 
connected to the Internet, and contain an average of two computers. In addition 
to the library lab, there are nine computer labs, each with 32 workstations, for 
student use. Software programs develop critical thinking skills, technological skills 
and mathematical pro® ciency. 
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Students are trained on the following software programs: Accelerated Reader, Microsoft O#  ce, 
Microsoft PowerPoint, Merit Program, Cortes Peters, Macromedia-Altra Dev 4, Photoshop, Computer 
Aided Design (CAD), Choices Program, Micro Pace Pro, and Scholastic Reading Counts.

Student Achievement & Testing
Student achievement is the district's highest priority. A comprehensive assessment 
and accountability plan has been developed to ensure that information regarding 
student performance is used to continuously improve the instructional program and 
to communicate with parents about their child's achievement. The STAR (Standardized 
Testing and Reporting) program, the district's performance assessments, and classroom 
tests are utilized to determine whether each student is performing below, at, or above 
grade level standards.

Academic Performance Index
The Academic Performance Index (API) is a score on a scale of 200 to 1,000 that annually 
measures the academic performance and progress of individual schools in California. The 
state has set 800 as the API score that schools should strive to meet.

Statewide Rank: Schools receiving an API Base score are ranked in ten categories of equal 
size (deciles) from 1 (lowest) to 10 (highest), according to type of school (elementary, 
middle, or high school).

Similar Schools Rank: Schools also receive a ranking that compares that school to 100 
other schools with similar demographic characteristics. Each set of 100 schools is ranked 
by API score from 1 (lowest) to 10 (highest) to indicate how well the school performed 
compared to schools most like it.

No Child Left Behind
No Child Left Behind (NCLB) is a federal law enacted in January 2002 that reauthorized the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA). It mandates that 
all students (including students who are economically disadvantaged, are from racial or ethnic minority groups, have disabilities, or have limited English pro® ciency) 
in all grades meet the state academic achievement standards for Mathematics and English/Language Arts by 2014. Schools must demonstrate ªAdequate Yearly 
Progressº (AYP) toward achieving that goal. 

The Federal NCLB Act requires that all schools and districts meet the following Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) requirements:
· Participation rate on the state's standards-based assessments in English/Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics.
· Percent pro® cient on the state's standards-based assessments in ELA and  Mathematics.
· API as an additional indicator.
· Graduation rate (for secondary schools).

There are several consequences for schools that do not meet the AYP standards, including 
additional tutoring and replacing of sta! . Students would also be allowed to transfer to schools 
(within their district) that meet their AYP's and the former school would be required to provide the 
transportation to the new site. After two consecutive years of failure in a particular subgroup, the 
school becomes eligible for Title I Program Improvement (PI). Schools can be categorized as PI for a 
maximum of ® ve years, however, a school may exit from this status after two consecutive years of 
success in the a! ected subgroup(s). 

A ªYesº in the chart at right means the school or district was at or 
above the 2007 targets for the 95% participation rate or percent 
pro® cient. ªNoº means the school or district was below the 95% 
participation rate or percent pro® cient. King City High School met all 
of the 2007 AYP criteria. 

Physical Fitness Test
In the spring of each year, King City High School is required by the 
state to administer a Physical Fitness Test to all students in ninth 
grade. The Physical Fitness Test measures each student's ability 
to perform ® tness tasks in six major areas. Students that either 
meet or exceed the standards in all six ® tness areas are considered 
to be physically ® t or in the ªHealthy Fitness Zoneº (HFZ). For the 
2006-07 school year, 21.0% of all ninth graders at King City High 
School met the standards in all six ® tness areas. 

Parent & Community Involvement
Parental involvement is highly encouraged at King City High School. 
Parents are o! ered several opportunities to get involved, including 
the School Site Council, Sports Boosters, Band Boosters, and ELAC 
(English Language Advisory Commi" ee). The local community is also 
very supportive of the school, with support and funding coming from 
the COPS Grant and VAN (Volunteer Action Network).
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California Standards Test
The California Standards Test (CST), a component of the STAR Program, is administered to all students in the Spring to assess student performance in relation 
to the State Content Standards. Student scores are reported as performance levels: Advanced (exceeds state standards), Pro® cient (meets standards), Basic 
(approaching standards), Below Basic (below standards), and Far Below Basic (well below standards). The combined percentage of students scoring at the Pro® cient 
and Advanced levels in English/Language Arts, Science, and Social Science for the most recent three-year period, is shown below. Course speci® c tests are not shown; 
for more information please see h" p://star.cde.ca.gov.

Completion of High School Graduation Requirements 
Beginning with the graduating class of 2006, students in California public schools will have to 
pass both the English-language arts and mathematics portions of the California High School 
Exit Exam (CAHSEE) to receive a high school diploma. For students who began the 2006-07 
school year in the 12th grade as evidenced by that school year's October CBEDS enrollment, 
the table at right displays by student group the percent who met all state and local 
graduation requirements for grade twelve completion, including having passed both portions 
of the CAHSEE or received a local waiver or state exemption. Detailed information about the 
CAHSEE can be found at the CDE web site at h" p://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/tg/hs. 

College Preparation
King City High School students are encouraged to continue their education past high school. 
King City High o! ers Advanced Placement (AP) courses for those students seeking to qualify 
for college credit. Juniors and seniors achieving a score of three, four, or ® ve on the ® nal AP 
exams qualify for college credit at most of the nation's colleges. The table at right indicates 
the advanced placement classes available at King City High School.
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King City High School works in collaboration with Hartnell College and California State University, Monterey 
Bay to assist students in preparing for college. Students at King City High School are encouraged to take 
University of California/California State University (UC/CSU) preparatory courses if they plan to a" end a 
four-year university. All students must pass each course with a grade no lower than a ªCº.

SAT Reasoning Test
Each year, students have the opportunity to participate in the SAT, which is designed to assess many of 
the skills that are important to a student's success in college and their general educational development. 
Students are noti® ed in the daily bulletin of dates and times for test preparation workshops.

Workforce Preparation
King City High School strives to provide its students with an understanding of how to apply subject learning 
in their future employment. The school's program focuses on preparing students to think conceptually, 
communicate e! ectively, and apply skills in real-world contexts. Curriculum and instructional strategies 
foster critical thinking, problem solving, leadership, and academic skills. Students in grades nine through 
twelve receive counseling from school personnel regarding career paths and courses of study. Tenth Grade 
Career Counselors expose students to a broad array of career opportunities and facilitate selection of 
a career path based on individual interests, goals, strengths, and abilities. King City High School o! ers a 
variety of career-path related classes, including Agricultural Career Pathway, Auto Technician Program, 
Sophomore Career Classes,  Graphic Arts, and ROP Business (O#  ce & Tech Skills).The table below lists the 
career preparation courses o! ered at King City High School. Mrs. Deborah Benson is the primary contact for 
King City Union High School District's Career Technical Education Commi" ee.

King City High School's Career Technical Education 
programs provide a sequence of courses that furnish 
individuals with the academic, technical knowledge, and 
skills individuals need to prepare for further education and 
for careers in current or emerging employment sectors. 
The table below displays questions and answers about 
student participation in King City High School's Career 
Technical Education (CTE) programs.

Substitute Teachers
Generally, the district does not experience any problems ® nding quali® ed substitute teachers, 
and has an adequate pool of fully credentialed substitutes. If a substitute is unavailable, 
teachers cover during their prep periods, or the principal or assistant principal will ® ll in for the 
absent teacher.

Teacher Assignment
King City Joint Union High School District recruits and employs the most quali® ed credentialed 
teachers. For the 2006-07 school year, King City High School had 44 fully credentialed 
teachers who met all credential requirements in accordance with State of California guidelines. 

Teacher misassignments re ̄ect the number of placements within a school for which 
the certi® cated employee in the teaching or services position (including positions 
that involve teaching English Learners) does not hold a legally recognized certi® cate 
or credential. Teacher vacancies re ̄ect the number of positions to which a single 
designated certi® cated employee has not been assigned at the beginning of the year for 
an entire year. For the 2007-08 school year, the most current data are reported.
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The Federal No Child Left Behind Act requires that all teachers in core subject 
areas meet certain requirements in order to be considered as ªHighly Quali® edº 
no later than the end of the 2006-2007 school year. Minimum quali® cations 
include: possession of a Bachelor's Degree, possession of an appropriate California 
teaching credential, and demonstrated competence in core academic subjects. 

Teacher Evaluation & Professional Development
A constructive evaluation process promotes quality instruction and is a 
fundamental element in a sound educational program. Evaluations and formal 
observations are designed to encourage common goals and to comply with the 
state's evaluation criteria and district policies. Temporary and probationary 
teachers are evaluated annually and tenured teachers are evaluated every other 
year. Evaluations are conducted by the principal and assistant principal, who have 
been trained and certi® ed for competency to perform teacher evaluations. 

Evaluation criteria consist of the following: Engaging and Supporting all Students 
in Learning, Understanding and Organizing Subject Ma" er for Student Learning, 
Assessing Student Learning, Creating and Maintaining E! ective Environments 
for Student Learning, Planning Instruction, Designing Learning Experiences for all 
Students, and Developing as a Professional Educator. 

Teachers in the King City Joint 
Union High School District have the 
opportunity to participate in the Peer 
Assistance and Review (PAR) Program, 
which uses exemplary teachers to 
assist permanent and beginning 
teachers in the areas of subject 
ma" er knowledge and teaching 
strategies. In addition, sta!  members 
are encouraged to a" end workshops 
and conferences.

Salary & Budget Comparison
State law requires comparative salary and budget information to be reported 
to the general public. For comparison purposes, the California Department of 
Education has provided average salary data from high school districts having 
between 1,000 and 4,999 average daily a" endance throughout the state. The 
following information is based upon data from the 2005-06 school year, which 
is the most current information available at the time of publication. The table 
below illustrates the average teacher salary at the school and compares it to the 
average teacher salary at the district and state levels. 

The table below illustrates teacher and administrative salaries at the district and 
state level.

Expenditures & Services Funded
King City Joint Union High School District spent an average of $7,289 to educate 
each student (based on 2005-06 audited ® nancial statements). The ® gures 
shown in the table below re ̄ect the direct cost of educational services, per ADA, 
excluding food services, facilities acquisition and construction, and certain other 
expenditures. This calculation is required by law annually and compared with other 
districts statewide.

School Facilities & Safety
The safety of students and sta!  is a primary concern of King City High School, 
and the school is in compliance with all laws, rules, and regulations pertaining to 
hazardous materials and state earthquake standards. The School Site Safety 
Plan is updated each fall by the School Site Safety Commi" ee, which is comprised 
of the principal, assistant principal, the head of maintenance & operations, a 
probation o#  cer and a local police o#  cer. 

The school's disaster preparedness plan includes steps for ensuring student and 
sta!  safety during a disaster. Fire drills are held once a month, while earthquake 
and intruder drills are conducted annually. To ensure student safety, supervision 
is provided on campus at all times during the school day. Supervision is a 
responsibility shared by two full-time campus supervisors, the School Resource 
O#  cer, and the Probation O#  cer. All visitors to the campus must sign in at the 
o#  ce to receive a visitor's pass, which must be worn at all times. Student visitors 
are not allowed at any time.

Deferred Maintenance Budget
The district participates in the State School Deferred Maintenance Program, which provides 
matching funds on a dollar±for±dollar basis, to assist school districts with expenditures 
for major repair or replacement of existing school building components. Typically this 
includes roo® ng, plumbing, heating, electrical systems, interior or exterior painting, and  ̄oor 
systems. For the 2006-07 school year the district allocated $94,468 for the deferred 
maintenance program. This represents 0.463% of the district's general fund budget. During 
the 2006-07 school year, the district's governing board approved deferred maintenance 
projects for the school, which included paving, wiring repairs (data & electrical lines), 
miscellaneous electrical, plumbing, and carpentry repairs.

Age & Condition of Facilities
King City High School was ® rst established in 1911, with the current facilities built in 1968. 
The school's auditorium, built in the 1930's, has been designated a historical monument. 
The campus is comprised of 51 classrooms, ® ve portable classrooms, a cafeteria/study 
hall, a library, an administration building, an auditorium, a sta!  lounge, a gymnasium, and 
a stadium. Previous renovations and modernization e! orts have included new wiring, 
® re alarms, phone lines and air conditioning, as well as bringing facilities up to Americans 
with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards. Modernization of the campus occurred during the 
summer of 2006 and included modernization of the quad, bathrooms in A, B, C, E, K, O, and J 
wings, and air conditioning for the entire school. Phase I of the modernization project at King 
City High School was completed in the spring of 2007. At the time of publication, 100% of 
the school's restrooms were in good working order.

Cleaning Process & Schedule
The principal works daily with six custodial sta!  members (four full-time and two part-time) 
to ensure that campus facilities are kept clean and safe for students and sta! .

Maintenance & Repair
King City High School provides a safe and clean environment for students, sta! , and 
volunteers. District administrators utilize a scheduled maintenance program, which includes 
regular facilities inspections to ensure that all classrooms and facilities are well-maintained 
and in good repair. A work order process immediately alerts district personnel of any 
maintenance needed to be performed and ensures that emergencies are given the highest 
priority. The District Governing Board has adopted cleaning standards for all schools in the 
district. A summary of these standards is available at the school o#  ce or at the district 
o#  ce. 

The chart shown below and at right indicates the results of the most recent school facilities 
inspection collected in October 2007. While reviewing this report, please note that even 
minor discrepancies are reported in the inspection process. The items noted in the chart 
have been corrected or are in the process of remediation. 
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
